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Single Campaign Reaches Summit 
A lot of people said it couldn’t 

be done, but the Mad River Glen Co-
operative surpassed its fundraising 
goal to pay for the historic restora-
tion of the mountain’s iconic Single 
Chair. The historic achievement was 
announced at the Co-op’s annual 
shareholder’s meeting on April 5. 
The shareholders celebrated with 
a champagne toast and congratula-
tions all around. More than $1.65 
million in donations have been 
raised to pay for the project to 
date.  The campaign has had a 
broad base of support with more 
than 1,300 individuals donating 
to the campaign, including 50% of 
the Co-op shareholders. Every lift 
tower on the new Single Chair was 
sponsored with a gift for at least 
$25,000 each and nearly all of the 

new chairs have been sponsored 
at $5,000 each (there are only 15 
out of 147 remaining).

“This has been a thrilling ride,” 
said Campaign Chair, Geordie Hall. 
“The commitment of the Mad River 
Glen Community, the shareholders, 
the solicitors, committee members, 
and staff has been inspiring. We 
would like to thank everyone who 
made this possible. This was truly 
a team effort.”

 The fundraising campaign was 
made possible by unique partner-
ships with two non-profit groups, 
the Stark Mountain Foundation and 
Preservation Trust of Vermont. 
This collaboration allowed Mad 
River Glen to raise tax-deductible 
charitable dollars to finance the 
project.  The entire Mad River 

MRG Goes Carbon Neutral With Ski Green Program
Mad River Glen, with the help 

of its non-profit partner, The Stark 
Mountain Foundation (SMF), imple-
mented the “Ski Green If You Can” 
carbon offset program this season 
and it proved to be a major success. 
In fact Mad River Glen  is the only 
ski area to ever offset the entire 
operations of the ski area as well  
as the commutes to the mountain 
for all of the skiers.

 “We wanted to get involved 
with this program so we could help 
Mad River Glen offset their opera-
tions, and encourage the skiers 
to mitigate their impact as well,” 
says Stark Mountain Foundation 
President Penny Parson. What sets 
Mad River’s program apart from 
others in the ski industry is that 

it also tackles the impact of each 
skier’s commute to the mountain, 
not just the operational impact. In 
Mad River Glen’s case the skier’s 
commute has five times the impact 
as the mountain’s operations. Using 
the “Ski Green If You Can” program 
as a vehicle, skiers were challenged 
to follow the mountain’s lead and 
voluntarily offset their commute 
when they purchased tickets or 
season passes. Skiers paid either $1 
for a day ticket, $3 for a Mad Card 
(a book of 3 discounted tickets) or 
$10 for a season pass when they 
make their purchase.

Throughout the season skiers 
voluntarily opted into the program 
raising nearly $9,000. Enough to 
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25 feet of snow rendered more than our fair share of powder days  
this season.
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Glen community is grateful to 
these two fine organizations for 
making this campaign possible. 
Both organizations agreed that 

the Single Chair was worthy of 
preservation. “We enthusiastically 
support the effort to restore the

& Mad Cards!

Lift ticket vouchers must be 
used in the season that they have 
been purchased. All shareholder 
ticket vouchers, Mad Card vouch-
ers and off-site vouchers are now 
expired. They cannot be exchanged 
for next season or redeemed for 
cash or Mad Money.

Advanced Purchase for 
2007-2008 Season

Your Advance Purchase Re-
quirement (APR) for the 2007-08 
season was due on September 30, 
2007.  If you did not pay your APR 
a $25 late charge was assessed to 
your account.  

If you have leftover Mad Money 
that is not part of your Advanced 
Purchase Requirement (purchased 
above and beyond your initial $200), 
you can return it to the office for 
credit for the 2008-09 season. The 
Mad Money must be returned by 
September 30, 2008. This credit can 
not be used to satisfy your 2008-09 
Advanced Purchase Requirement, 
but we will issue you new Mad 
Money, which can be spent on the 
mountain next season. Any Mad 
Money that is part of your 2007-08 
Advanced Purchase Requirement 
must be spent by September 30, 
2008. After that date it expires 
and can no longer be used. Now 
that the mountain is closed you 
can spend your Mad Money on 
our Summer Camp programs, or 
at the Alpine Options Retail Shop.  
You can reach Alpine Options toll 
free at (888) 888-9131 or locally 
at (802) 583-1763.  If you have 
any questions about Mad Money 
or vouchers please be sure to give 
the office a call.

What’s the Story With Mad 
Money?

Our Co-op structure requires 
us to track the spending of our 
shareholders. That is why we have 

Mad Money. Mad Money should 
be purchased for any transaction 
shareholders make on the mountain. 
If you do not purchase Mad Money 
for your on-mountain purchases, we 
can not accurately track your spend-
ing. This will affect any potential 
patronage rebates authorized by the 
board in good seasons. It is also a 
valuable tool for management so we 
can determine the actual spending 
of our shareholders as opposed to 
the general public.  Shareholders 
should be aware that it is important 
that they identify themselves when 
making purchases in the ticket office 
and at the Ski School Desk.
