In Memory of Bill Heinzerling

Samuel G. Mygatt of Lincoln, 
MA, passed away on February 
16, 2010, after an eleven-year 
struggle with a rare cancer. Sam 
was surrounded by his wife 
Susan, his three daughters and 
his three siblings, as he slipped 
away during a quiet and steady 
snowfall.

Sam was a man of the out-of-
doors. An avid skier, he was fond 
of the mountains of Vermont, 
particularly the ski trails and 
wooded glades of Mad River Glen. 
For many years, his infectious 
grin was a common sight in the 
single chair lift-line. 

Sam started skiing at MRG 
in the late 1960s. In 1971, he 
bought an old farmhouse up on 
Bragg Hill, with a good view of 
the upper slope of Catamount. 
His favorite trails were Lower 
Antelope and Fall Line, followed 
by Porcupine, Quacky and Peri-
winkle. He believed the lack of 
crowds atop the mountain were 
well worth the lift lines, point-
ing out that you could meet 
great people during the wait; 
he met one of his best friends, 
Joop, in the single chair lift 
line. For several years, Sam had 

an uncomfortable pair of ski 
boots, but thriftily refused to 
get a new pair. When he forgot 
them in the Basebox one night 
and they disappeared, he was 
thrilled rather than annoyed. He 
taught his daughters to ski at 
Mad River; for years, Paradise 
was idealized as THE RUN, and 
provided huge motivation to 
get better. Sam brought many 
new faces to Mad River’s slopes, 
shared his love of the place with 
them, and crafted a good number 
of Mad River skiers. Two of his 
daughters, Katie and Jen, will 
take over his MRG shares.

Bill Heinzerling’s tragic death 
by suicide on Thursday, April 22 
brought a deep sadness to the 
Mad River Glen community and 
the many residents of the Valley 
who knew him as a friend and a 
dedicated participant in a variety 
of organizations throughout the 
Valley and Central Vermont. 

I met Bill in 1971 when we 
both were walking our dogs. Dogs 
were a common denominator 
throughout our relationship. Bill 
loved animals, especially dogs and 
we had at least three in our house 
and more when the dogs from 
Knoll Farm and all around Bragg 
Hill joined in. Bill considered our 
dogs and cats his children. They 
were truly loved.

Bill and I were married in  
October of 1973 and we continued 
to run Knoll Farm together. 

I joined Bill on many camping 
hikes and white water canoe trips. I 
was proud to be with him because 
Bill was regarded as a top Olympic 
white water competitor and twice 
raced on the National team in 
Europe. A highlight for me was 
when Bill took me in his two-person 
white water canoe for a trip down 
the Upper Hudson River. 

We traveled to Syracuse to 
visit Ed Heinzerling, Bill’s brother 
and Ed’s family. We went often to 
Glen Ridge, NJ to visit with Bill’s 
step mom, who lived in the same 
house where Bill and Ed grew up. 
We went to Concord, Mass and 
Brooklin, ME where I grew up. 
Many times all three dogs went 
with us. The two large labs and 
my half Lab-half St. Bernard took 
up the entire back of the old green 
Chevy wagon. 

Bill was a kind and deeply 
dedicated man, helping people 
whenever he could. I remember 
him traveling 100 miles out of 
state to visit a rugby player who 
was injured in a rugby game on 
the Waitsfield pitch. The player, 
who was on a visiting team, was 
paralyzed from his neck down and 
could not feed himself. Bill felt a 
great responsibility and went to 
see him in the hospital every week. 
Bill rigged up a special gadget so 
that the young man could turn 
the television on and off.  

Bill’s life was devoted to car-
ing for others, people as well as 
animals. Sometimes it seemed too 
great a burden for him to carry and 
process. He was a very sensitive 

man and yet, like his dad, would 
always put on a Germanic outer 
front that hid the sadness and 
grief he felt in his heart. 

But Bill also had a wonderful 
sense of humor and often this 
would help him through sad and 
painful situations. Our adventures 
and fun times we had together 
began to be further and further 
apart. We separated in 1987 and I 
went back to living and operating 
Knoll Farm. Bill remained in the 
house that he had been building 
over since the late 1960’s. The 
most difficult way to live is to be 
the perfectionist that Bill was.  

Since that time and especially 
over the last few years, Bill’s health 
had been declining. His friends 

tried to help him in every way 
they could, but he became more 
and more unable to help himself 
in the ways that no one else 
could. I know that now Bill is in a 
place where he feels no pain and 
is with those friends and family 
members who have gone before 
him, including his beloved dogs, 
Gypsy and Monty. 

I will always be grateful for 
Bill and our time together. His 
compassion for people who needed 
help and his love of the mountains 
and natural world have been an 
inspiration to me. God speed, 
Bill; you have climbed the highest 
mountain.
